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Yard Waste Collection

After May long weekend through to the last week in October, weather permitting, the City will pick up yard
waste placed in Clear Plastic Bags. Collection will be on the same day as recyclable collection. Occasionally during
peak periods, compost pickup takes extra days to collect.

For Your Information:
» Yard Wastes include leaves, branches, grass clippings
« Clear bags are available for sale at many local retailers
» Place the compost bags 3 feet from the recycle container, by 7:30 am for collection
e Only clear bags and bundles will be picked up
» Up to 6 bags (weighing no more than 25 kilograms) will be collected every two weeks
e Branches tied in bundles less than 1.0 metres in length will also be collected
» Bags containing garbage will not be picked up
