• any 5-hour parking lots downtown, excluding 

the Museum and City Hall lots (see map). 
• River Street 5-hour meters 
• the 10th Avenue East lot at Sask Polytechnic

Free Parking for Veterans 
 

All vehicles displaying a valid Veteran License 
Plate issued by SGI may park free of charge at 
metered parking stalls for 24 hours. 

 
The Veteran’s license plate must have a validated 
sticker on it and be displayed on the rear of the 
vehicle to be recognized for free parking. 

 
Anyone interested in obtaining a Veteran License 
Plate must contact SGI for further information. 

 

 
METERCARDs 

 

METERCARDs are re-loadable cards that provide 
a convenient way to pay for parking at downtown 
parking meters instead of using coins. 

 
METERCARDs are available for sale at City Hall. 

 
Instructions on how to use METERCARDs is 
available at www.citypa.ca or when you purchase 
your card. 

 
METERCARDs can also be used at kiosks at the 
Airport and Sask Polytechnic parking lots. 

 
Hourly time limits still apply. 

 
Coins (quarters, loonies, and toonies) are still 
accepted.
